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Why should your children have an eye health exam? To best answer this question, we must first understand that many vision problems may go undetected. The fact that we have two eyes could hide a weak eye when the other eye is normal. Also, changes in vision may be slow and most people will not detect this until greater progression.

Children may not tell you about a vision problem. If a child has never seen clearly, he or she may not know their vision should be better. Young girls and boys may also be afraid of wearing glasses. This keeps them from admitting to having a problem seeing.

Vision problems are best treated when corrected early. Visual perception can be affected when the vision is weak. This can affect learning and comprehension skills.  Lazy eyes are essential to identify and treat at a young age. If this is diagnosed after the critical development age of 8, the prognosis is usually not good.

Do not wait until a child admits to a problem or you observe a problem.  It is best to have a general eye health check-up for any child at any age. Our techniques can identify a problem even if a child cannot speak or identify objects. Help make sure your child does not have an uncorrected vision difficulty.
